2.1 MRA confirmed that a cheque for £250 for The Duck had been received.

   2 There was some further discussion on the introduction of a one way system on Margaret Grove as to whether this was part of the Harborne Traffic Management Plan and whether or not that still had general agreement.

3. Chris Hargreaves reported that there had been no great number of enquiries since the introduction of the Article 4(2) Direction just before Christmas. Phil Nelson commented the restrictive comments on the Estate would now be more readily enforceable and all houses should have deeds spelling out the restrictions. Mick O’Malley enquired about painting-not covered at the back, neither were rear Velux rooflights; Adrian Millicheap enquired about solar panels , which might be acceptable on the rear roof slope.. Both the City Council and Grainger were were quite clear that flat conversions would not be acceptable on the estate. The issue of skips and Health and Safety was raised and this was recognised to be a problem; there could be a note on skips in the Design Guide. For Sale boards displayed  for many months were also identified as an issue.

4.With regard to the centenary, there was a dialogue between MRA and Phil Nelson; ideas were being developed  for a financial bid.

5.Phil Nelson said that the Development Team was reworking proposals and he was quite willing to act as a conduit for constructive comments and information had been made available to the MRA and Allotments Association. Whilst the Chairman said that the main objective of the Article 4(2) Direction had been achieved, 12 months ago development proposals had not even been mooted. Rob Sutton said the allotments needed to be ring fenced  and aspirations could potentially be satisfied.

Chris Hargreaves said that there was an expectation that there would be a ‘planning for real’ exercise organised by Grainger in respect of any draft proposals.

On balance the Steering Group believed that the introduction of a one way system in Margaret grove was a good idea as peak time congestion problems were increasing by the day.

6. Mick o’Malley expressed the opinion that the Article 4(2) Direction had effectively been sorted, but there remained the very significant issues of traffic management on the estate, the development by Grainger and anti social behaviour. With regard to the latter Ann Yorke said she would raise this at the police liaison meeting.

Phil Nelson said Grainger had appointed a project manager to look at the community buildings on The Circle and there would be a consultation meeting with user groups on 15 February; a meeting would also be arranged with the City Council  and it was anticipated a preliminary brief would be prepared by the end of February. This might be the pre-cursor of a handover to the community.

It was agreed the two main topics at the next meeting would be the development proposals and the community buildings.
